All Sinned - In Adam’s fall, sin entered
the world. There 1s none righteous no
not one. Sodom and Gomorrah 1n their
pride practiced the abomination of
homosexuality. God destroyed them.
Those that walk in pride, God puts
down (Dan. 4:37, Rom. 3: 10-20).

There is a way that seems right to a man,
but its end is the way of death.

You Sinned - All have sinned and fallen
short of the glory of God. You have
sinned, God knows your sin. Your sin 1s
very grievous (Gen. 18:20 Rom. 3:23).

Pride is sin - Do not be proud. God
resists the proud (Jer. 13:15, James 4:6).

Homosexuality 1s sin - You shall not lie
with a male as with a woman. It 1s an
abomination (Lev. 18:22, Rom.1:26-27).

It 1s reserved for unrepentant
sinners - whoever does not believe. It 1s
a place of utter torment with only
weeping and gnashing of teeth. You must

flee from Hell. (Jude 1:7).

Jesus Christ - He came into the world to
save sinners (John 3:14-16, 1 Tim. 1:15).

He Lived a Perfect Life - Jesus never sinned
mn the shightest way (2 Cor. 5:21).

a curse and died on the cross (Gal. 3:13).
He Died to Pay for Sin - Heb. 9:26 - 28

He Died to Forgive Simnners - Eph. 1:7

He Died to Reconcile Sinners - Col. 1:20-21

the dead just as He said (Matt. 28:6).

He Ascended - to heaven where He sits at
the right hand of the Father (Acts 1:9-11)
